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SENATOR SORENSON RENEWS CALL FOR CHANGE OF LEADERSHIP AT 

DELAWARE PSYCHIATRIC CENTER and DHSS  

 

 

Delaware Senate Minority Whip Liane M. Sorenson has renewed the call for the 

Governor to act to bring new leadership to the Delaware Psychiatric Center and the 

Department of Health & Social Services, headed by Secretary Vince Meconi.  

 

Sorenson pointed to a letter which she and four other Republican Senators sent to the 

Governor on September 14, 2007 calling for Sec. Meconi to resign or be replaced after 

his “woefully inadequate” response to allegations of mismanagement and serious 

problems involving treatment of both patients and staff at the DPC.  (Copy of letter of 

9/14/07 is attached.)    
 

Senator Sorenson said “New allegations, questions and crises continue to arise regularly 

at DPC.  Now is the time for action to bring new leadership to the task of solving the 

obvious failures of management. The situation is clearly too serious for us to wait for a 

new Governor and a new Cabinet Secretary to begin the process of fixing all that is 

wrong at DPC.”   

 

“All the points in our Caucus’ letter are as true now, or even more so, than they were 

nearly a year ago.  About the only thing that has changed is that we have finally been 

joined in our call for new leadership by a Democrat Senator, Senator Marshall, who also 

has a long record of promoting quality care for those in medical care facilities in 

Delaware.”
